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In 1886, Canadian missionary Alexander Croft Shaw
became enchanted with Karuizawa for its sights, so rich in
natural beauty. He stayed for a summer two years later,
building Karuizawa's first summer residence in 1888. As
Shaw’s recommendations of the area as a summer getaway
increased its renown with celebrities, Karuizawa went from
being simply a place to escape the hot months to one of
Japan's premier resort spots, offering rest and relaxation
every season of the year.

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Kyu-Karuizawa, Shin-Karuizaw
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Missionary Alexander Croft Shaw coming to spend the summer was the beginning of

Karuizawa as a resort town. With its vacation homes and churches, Karuizawa invites its
visitors to become part of a rich history.
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Designed by Antonin Raymond and established in 1935

by Leo Ward, a British priest, this famous structure is
Karuizawa's best-known church.

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This purely Western-style wooden hotel was designed
and constructed by Japanese carpenters at the end of the
Meiji period. It was designated an Important Cultural
Property of Japan in May 1980. The hotel is currently
closed for renovations. (Scheduled to reopen in 2025).

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Kumoba Pond

to season. Kumobaike Pond is
well-known in Karuizawa for fresh
verdure in Spring and majestic
auburns and golds of the leaves in Fall
reflected on the pond surface.
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Naka-Karuizawa, Sengataki
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From Sengataki Falls and the Wild Bird Forest to the Yukawa River, where you can hear the

babbling stream nearby, Naka-Karuizawa features a number of spots for enjoying nature.

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Harunire Terrace
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A restaurant and shopping area accentuated by more than
100 Japanese elm trees.

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The Naka-karuizawa Library is located inside Kutsukake Terrace. Providing interactive, fun, and relaxing

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Karuizawa National Wild Bird Sanctuary Forest
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Established in 1974. In addition to the variety of wild birds that
can be seen primarily in the winter and spring, there is also a

SEZON Museum of Modern Art
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From works completed by early 20th century masters to
pieces done by energetic young Japanese artists, the museum
is a center for a wide variety of modern art.
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The museum has on display the works of Order of
Cultural Merit award winner Hirosuke Tazaki. The

building also won the Annual Award of the Architectural
Institute of Japan in 1986.
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The Naka-Karuizawa / Sengataki area offer four easily
accessible hot spring locations where you can heal the day's
fatigue surrounded by nature.
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Former Fumimaro Konoe's Villa (Ichimura Memorial House)
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Built and used as a vacation home by former Prime Minister
Fumimaro Konoe in the Taisho period, the building was

inherited by the Ichimura family and has since been relocated
and reconstructed.

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Shinano-oiwake Station &
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Located at the crossroads of Nakasendo Road and Hokkokukaidou Road, the Oiwake
lodgings were the most prosperous of the three lodgings located at the base of Mt. Asama in
the Edo period. With numerous writers and poets visiting the area, Oiwake became known as
a place where interaction took place between literary figures.
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The wooden construction imparts the feeling of

being on a journey and the platform provides a
panoramic view of Mt. Asama.
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A crossroads between the Nakasendo and Hokkoku-

kaido. Signposts and monuments line the road,
giving passersby a glimpse of Edo period history.
